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Seabreeze owners having Mark 11 Certificates
can obtain a new rating by writing to their
measurer. Enclosed with the letter should
be a request for a new certificate and a
check for $10 made out to NAYRU.

The cost for boats (where 10 have heen
measured under 10R) is S125. Very new
designs and some older boats receive an
out-of-water measurement costing S225.

At this time & Seabreezes have been meas-
ured. We need 2 more Seabreezes to be
measured. |f we have appropriate data, then
we can reduce the cost to $125 for future
measurements.
